Notre Dame Preschool serves children ages 3, 4, and 5. Children must turn 3 by the first
day of school to attend the 3 year old preschool class. Children must turn 4 before the
first day of school to attend PreK. We offer one 3 year old preschool class and 2 PreK
classes.

2. opo you oﬁ‘e’c Ac/zola'cb/zipb?

Yes. Nofre Dame Preschool is provided scholarships through the ECE (Early Childhood
Education) Grant. We are able to offer a limited amount of scholarships through this
program for families who are at or below the 200% poverty level. PLEASE NOTE THIS IS
NOT THE ED CHOICE SCHOLARSHIP. ED CHOICE IS ONLY AVAILABLE FOR STUDENTS K-12.
To qualify, children must be three or four years of age before Sept 30t of the current
school year AND meet income guidelines.

3. What curriculum do you use?

Nofre Dame Preschool uses the curriculum framework of Creative Curriculum in
conjunction with the Early Learning Course of Study set forth by the Diocese of
Columbus. Our curriculum is aligned with Ohio Early Learning and Development
Content Standards. The framework outlines developmentally appropriate practices
for children ages 3-5.

4. Can my child do two Years of e X?

Absolutely! Children are eligible for PreK if they turn 4 or 5 before the 1st day of school.
We offer two PreK classes so that children are able to complete two years if desired.
Both PreK classes provide children with curriculum experiences promoting a solid
foundation in which to enter kindergarten the following year. Our curriculum focuses

If
you choose to send your child fewer days than what is offered, the cost will remain the
same regardless of days attending.
